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Each year in The Cooper Union Donor Report,
we say thank you for the generosity and
devotion to the college shown through
contributions by individuals, alumni,
foundations and government. This year, on
behalf of the Trustees, officers, staff, faculty
and students, | would like to express an
especially profound and heartfelt gratitude
to all who supported our academic programs
and renewal of our facilities in the face of
extreme economic apprehension.

In spite of the financial uncertainties, in
2009, we began the celebration of the 150th
anniversary of the founding of The Cooper
Union by Peter Cooper. It was Peter Cooper’s
pioneering spirit of philanthropy that gave
rise to a vision of academic excellence and
access to higher education that we uphold
today, and it is a similar spirit that we see in
all of you, our contributors and friends.

Over the summer we moved into 41 Cooper
Square, our new academic building designed
by Pritzker Prize-winning architect Thom
Mayne. This green academic laboratory
facility, built to LEED Platinum standards,
now is inhabited by students, faculty and staff
of all four academic divisions of the college,
the Albert Nerken School of Engineering, the
Faculty of Humanities and Social Sciences, the
School of Art and the Irwin S. Chanin School
of Architecture. The building opened in
September to broad critical acclaim worldwide.
The New York Times’ senior architecture critic
Nicolai Ouroussoff called it “the kind of
serious work that we don’t see enough of in
New York: a bold architectural statement of
genuine civic value.” In The Wall Street Journal,
critic Ada Louise Huxtable lauded the design

“not only for the latest in technology and
sustainability, but also as an appropriate
learning environment for those engaged in
the creative disciplines.”

This year, Great Evenings in the Great Hall
presented recreations of the historic speeches
that took place in the Great Hall over the
years. An eight-part series related to important
intellectual developments and social and
political reform movements of the 19th and
20th centuries that were introduced or
sustained in our Great Hall forums, the
programs featured renowned actors and
social activists who reenacted history made
at The Cooper Union. Addressing topics from
abolition, civil rights and women'’s suffrage
to issues in science and technology and
revolutionary work in literature and art, the
event series has drawn a diverse and

enthusiastic audience. Related to the Great
Evenings, in June we hosted Mayor Michael
Bloomberg and the leadership of the NAACP
to celebrate the 100th anniversary of the
organization’s first meeting, which took place
in the Great Hall.

As we reflect on the past century and a
half, we remain deeply focused on maintaining
the absolute highest standards of academic
rigor that make our tuition-free education so
highly coveted, exemplified by the soaring
applications for admission. Our selectivity
is among the best in the nation, with an
acceptance rate of only seven percent. In
2009 two of our graduates won Fulbright
Scholarships, bringing the total to 31 since
2001, maintaining The Cooper Union’s place
as one of the nation’s top producers of
Fulbright Scholars. Cooper Union faculty
members have also been recognized with
regional and national awards. Professor Walid
Raad received the prestigious Guggenheim
Fellowship in 2009, the sixth School of Art
faculty member to be so honored since 2004.
Dean Anthony Vidler of the Irwin S. Chanin
School of Architecture was awarded AIA New
York State Educator of the Year honors.

Cooper Union tuition last year was valued
at $35,000 per student, and on the occasion
of our 150th anniversary, the Board of Trustees
reaffirmed our ongoing commitment to
providing every admitted student with a full-
tuition scholarship. The economic downturn
notwithstanding, our capital campaign reached
$181 million at the end of academic year 2009,
supporting our academic programs, the
endowment and capital projects—the new
building at 41 Cooper Square and the
renovation of the Foundation Building. With
your ongoing and generous support, we fully
expect to achieve our goal of $250 million
in 2012, and we will continue meeting our
commitment to the next generation of
architects, artists and engineers who will
shape our world.

Gifts made prior to 1980 are considered “historical year” gifts
and cannot be counted individually. Therefore, the maximum number of
years that any alumnus or alumna has next to his or her name for fiscal
year 2009 is 30.

A portion of all unrestricted bequests received by The Cooper Union
goes to the Annual Fund. Therefore, a deceased alumnus or alumna who
had not made a gift to the Annual Fund will have the number one (1) next
to his or her name if the bequest was received in fiscal year 2009.

Perpetual Annual Giving Endowments, or PAGE funds, are gifts to the
endowment that generate income, year after year, for the Annual Fund.
PAGE fund distributions are included in the count so that, in fact, someone
may have made only one (1) Annual Fund gift, but all subsequent
distributions are counted as years of participation, even posthumously.

41 Cooper Square is the linchpin in The Cooper Union’s
plan to assure academic excellence and financial
security well into the 21st century. Since 2000, the
building fund has supported the construction of this
pedagogically and technologically advanced academic
building, along with modifications to the landmark
Foundation Building. Pritzker Prize-winning architect
Thom Mayne and his firm Morphosis, with associate
architects Gruzen Samton, designed the new nine-story
building, which houses the Albert Nerken School of
Engineering, the Faculty of Humanities and Social
Sciences and some facilities of the Irwin S. Chanin
School of Architecture and the School of Art. The
building features green design, flexible space that can
be reconfigured as technology and pedagogy evolve and
exceptional classrooms, laboratories, studios and student
spaces. The building was finished in September 2009

in time for the fall semester. In FY 2009, The Cooper
Union’s generous donors contributed more than

$6 million toward 41 Cooper Square, bringing the
year-end total to about $63 million.
